1)  Psalm 20:4 - May he give you the desire of your heart and make all your plans 

succeed.  

2)  Psalm 20:7 - Some trust in chariots and some in horses, but we trust in the name of 
the Lord our God.  

3)  Psalm 24:3 - Who may ascend the hill of the Lord?  Who may stand in his holy 
place?  

4)  Psalm 24:4 - He who has clean hands and a pure heart, who does not lift up his soul 
to an idol or swear by what is false.  

5)  Psalm 25:5 - guide me in your truth and teach me, for you are God my Savior, and 
my hope is in you all day long.  

6)  Psalm 25:10 - All the ways of the Lord are loving and faithful for those who keep the 
demands of his covenant.  

7)  Psalm 25:14 - The Lord confides in those who fear him; he makes his covenant 
known to them.  

8)  Psalm 25:21 - May integrity and uprightness protect me, because my hope is in 
you.  

9)  Psalm 32:11 - Rejoice in the Lord and be glad, you righteous; sing, all you who are 
upright in heart!

11)  Psalm 34:8 - Taste and see that the Lord is good; blessed is the man who takes 
refuge in him.  

12)  Psalm 34:9 - Fear the Lord, you his saints, for those who fear him lack nothing.  

13)  Psalm 37:4 - Delight yourself in the Lord and he will give you the desires of your 
heart.

15)  Psalm 42:1 - As the deer pants for streams of water, so my soul pants for you, O

27)  Proverbs 2:6 - For the Lord gives wisdom, and from his mouth come knowledge and 
understanding.  

28)  Proverbs 2:7 - He holds victory in store for the upright, he is a shield to those whose 
walk is blameless,  

29)  Proverbs 2:8 – For He guards the course of the just and protects the way of His 
faithful ones.  

30)  Proverbs 3: 3- Let love and faithfulness never leave you; bind them around your 
neck,  write them on the tablet of your heart.  

31)  Proverbs 3: 4 – Then you will win favor and a good name in the sight of God and 
man.  

32)  Proverbs 3:5 - Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own  
understanding;  

33) Proverbs 3:6 - in all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths 
straight.  

34) Proverbs 3: 7 – Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the Lord and shun evil.  

35) Proverbs 4:6 - Do not forsake wisdom, and she will protect you; love her, and she 
will watch over you.  

36)  Proverbs 4:7 - Wisdom is supreme; therefore get wisdom. Though it cost all you 
have, get understanding  

37)  Proverbs 4:23 - Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of life.  

38)  Proverbs 5: 23- For a man’s ways are in full view of the Lord, and He examines all 
his paths.  

39) Proverbs 6:20 - My son, keep your father's commands and do not forsake your 
mother's teaching.  

40)  Proverbs 6:21 - Bind them upon your heart forever; fasten them around your neck  

41)  Proverbs 6:22 - When you walk, they will guide you; when you sleep, they will watch 
over you; when you awake, they will speak to you.  

42)  Proverbs 8: 11 – For wisdom is more precious than rubies, and nothing you desire 
can compare with her.  

43)  Proverbs 9: 10 – The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, and knowledge of 
the Holy One is understanding.  



44)  Proverbs 10: 6 – Blessings crown the head of the righteous but violence 
overwhelms the mouth of the wicked.  

45)  Proverbs 10:12 - Hatred stirs up dissension, but love covers over all wrongs.  

46)  Proverbs 10:17 - He who heeds discipline shows the way to life, but whoever 
ignores correction leads others astray.  

47)  Proverbs 10:19 - When words are many, sin is not absent, but he who holds his 
tongue is wise.  

48)  Proverbs 10: 27 – The fear of the Lord adds length to life, but the years of the 
wicked are cut short.  

49)  Proverbs 11:2 - When pride comes, then comes disgrace, but with humility comes 
wisdom.  

50)  Proverbs 11:14 - For lack of guidance a nation falls, but many advisers make victory 
sure.  

51)  Proverbs 11:25 - A generous man will prosper; he who refreshes others will himself 
be refreshed.  

52)  Proverbs 11:29 - He who brings trouble on his family will inherit only wind, and the 
fool will be servant to the wise.  

53)  Proverbs 11:30 - The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life, and he who wins souls is 
wise.  

54)  Proverbs 12:1 – Whoever loves discipline loves knowledge, but he who hates 
correction is stupid.  

55)  Proverbs 12:2 – A good man obtains favor from the Lord, but the Lord condemns a 
crafty man.  

56)  Proverbs 12:15 - The way of a fool seems right to him, but a wise man listens to 
advice.  

57)  Proverbs 12: 22 – The Lord detests lying lips, but he delights in men who are 
truthful.  

58)  Proverbs 12: 25 – An anxious heart weighs a man down, but a kind word cheers him 
up.  

59) Proverbs 12:28 - In the way of righteousness there is life; along that path is 
immortality.  

  



60) Proverbs 13: 1 – A wise son heed his father’s instruction, but a mocker does not 
listen to rebuke.  

61) Proverbs 13: 15- good understanding wins favor, but the way of the unfaithful is 
hard.  

62) Proverbs 13: 20 – He who walks with the wise grows wise, but a companion of fools  

suffers harm.  

63) Proverbs 14:12 - There is a way that seems right to a man, but in the end it leads to 
death.  

64) Proverbs 14:16 - A wise man fears the Lord and shuns evil, but a fool is hotheaded 
and reckless  

65) Proverbs 14:30 - A heart at peace gives life to the body, but envy rots the bones.  

66) Proverbs 15: 1- A gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger.  

67) Proverbs 15:3 - The eyes of the Lord are everywhere, keeping watch on the wicked 
and the good.  

68) Proverbs 15: 33 – The fear of the Lord teaches a man wisdom, and humility comes 
before honor.  

69)  Proverbs 16:2 - All a man's ways seem innocent to him, but motives are weighed by 
the Lord.  

70)  Proverbs 16:3 - Commit to the Lord whatever you do, and your plans will succeed.  

71)  Proverbs 16:7 - When a man's ways are pleasing to the Lord, he makes even his 
enemies live at peace with him.  

72)  Proverbs 17:27 - A man of knowledge uses words with restraint, and a man of 
understanding is even-tempered.  

73)  Proverbs 18:10 – The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous run into it 
and they are safe.  

74)  Proverbs 18:12 - Before his downfall a man's heart is proud, but humility comes 
before honor.  

75)  Proverbs 18:21 - The tongue has the power of life and death, and those who love it 
will eat its fruit.  

76)  Proverbs 19: 17 – He who is kind to the poor lends to the Lord, and he will reward 
him for what he has done.  



77)  Proverbs 19:21 - Many are the plans in a man's heart, but it is the Lord's purpose 
that prevails.  

78)  Proverbs 19:23 – The fear of the Lord leads to life; then one rests content, 
untouched by trouble.  

79)  Proverbs 20:19 - A gossip betrays a confidence; so avoid a man who talks too 
much.  

80)  Proverbs 21:3 - To do what is right and just is more acceptable to the Lord than 
sacrifice.  

81) Proverbs 21:21 - He who pursues righteousness and love finds life, prosperity and 
honor. 82) Proverbs 21: 23 – He who guards his mouth and his tongue keeps 
himself from calamity.  

83) Proverbs 21:30 - There is no wisdom, no insight, no plan that can succeed against 
the  Lord.  

84)  Proverbs 21:31 - The horse is made ready for the day of battle, but victory rests with 
the Lord.  

85)  Proverbs 22:1 – A good name is more desirable than great riches; to be esteemed is 
better than silver or gold.  

86)  Proverbs 22:6 - Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not 
turn from it.  

87)  Proverbs 24:16 - for though a righteous man falls seven times, he rises again, but 
the wicked are brought down by calamity.  

88)  Proverbs 25:21 - If your enemy is hungry, give him food to eat; if he is thirsty, give 
him water to drink.  

89)  Proverbs 25:28 - Like a city whose walls are broken down is a man who lacks 
self-control.  

90)  Proverbs 27:1 - Do not boast about tomorrow, for you do not know what a day may 
bring forth.  

91)  Proverbs 27:2 - Let another praise you, and not your own mouth; someone else, and 
not your own lips.  

92) Proverbs 27:17 - As iron sharpens iron, so one man sharpens another. 93) Proverbs 
27:19 – As water reflects a face, so man’s heart reflects the man. 94) Proverbs 
28:6 - Better a poor man whose walk is blameless than a rich man whose ways are 
perverse.  



95)  Proverbs 28:13 - He who conceals his sins does not prosper, but whoever confesses 
and renounces them finds mercy.  

96)  Proverbs 28:14 – Blessed is the man who always fears the Lord, but He who 
hardens his heart falls into trouble.  

97)  Proverbs 28:19 - He who works his land will have abundant food, but the one who 
chases fantasies will have his fill of poverty.  

98)  Proverbs 29: 27 – The righteous detest the dishonest; the wicked detest the 
upright.  

99)  Proverbs 30:5 - Every word of God is flawless; he is a shield to those who take 
refuge in him.  

100) Proverbs 31:30 - Charm is deceptive, and beauty is fleeting; but a woman who fears 
the Lord is to be praised.  

101) John 1:1 - In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God, and the Word 
was God.  

102) John 1:2 - He was with God in the beginning.  

103) John 1:3 - Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that 
has been made.  

104) John 1:4 - In him was life, and that life was the light of men.  

105) John 1:5 – The light shines in the darkness, but the darkness has not understood it.  

106) John 1:12 – Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave 
the right to become children of God  

107) John 3:3 – In reply Jesus declared, "I tell you the truth, no one can see the kingdom 
of God unless he is born again.  

108) John 3:5 – Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, no one can enter the kingdom of 
God unless he is born of water and the Spirit  

109) John 3:6 – Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit.  

110) John 3:8 – The wind blows wherever it pleases. You hear its sound, but you cannot 
tell where it comes from or where it is going. So it is with everyone born of the 
Spirit."  

111) John 3:16 – For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that 
whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.  



112) John 3:17 – For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but 
to save the world through him.  

113)  John 3:18 – Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever does not 
believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of 
God's one and only Son.  

114) John 3:34 – For the one whom God has sent speaks the words of God, for God gives 
the Spirit without limit.  

115) John 3:35 – The Father loves the Son and has placed everything in his hands. 

116) John 3:36 - Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the 
Son will not see life, for God's wrath remains on him  

117) John 4:14 – But whoever drinks the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the 
water I give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.  

118) John 4:23 – Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will 
worship the Father in spirit and truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father 
seeks.  

119) John 4:24 – God is spirit, and his worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth.   

120) John 4:34 – My food," said Jesus, "is to do the will of him who sent me and to finish 
his work  

121)  John 4:41 –And because of his words many more became believers.  

122) John 4:42 – They said to the woman, "We no longer believe just because of what 
you said; now we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this man really is the 
Savior of the world.  

123) John 5:17 – Jesus said to them, "My Father is always at his work to this very day, 
and I, too, am working.  

124) John 5:19 – Jesus gave them this answer: "I tell you the truth, the Son can do 
nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing, because whatever 
the Father does the Son also does.  

125) John 5:24 –  "I tell you the truth, whoever hears my word and believes him who 
sent me has eternal life and will not be condemned; he has crossed over from death 
to life. 

126) John 5:26 – For as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the Son to have 
life in himself. 



127) John 5:27 – And he has given him authority to judge because he is the Son of Man.  

128) John 6:29 – Jesus answered, "The work of God is this: to believe in the one he has 
sent."  

129) John 6:33 - For the bread of God is he who comes down from heaven and gives life 
to the world."  

130) John 6:35 - Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will 
never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty.  

131) John 6:40 - For my Father's will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes 
in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.  

132) John 6:46 - No one has seen the Father except the one who is from God; only he has 
seen the Father  

133) John 6: 47 - I tell you the truth, he who believes has everlasting life  

134) John 6: 48 - I am the bread of life.  

135) John 7:7 - The world cannot hate you, but it hates me because I testify that what it 
does is evil  

136) John 7:16 - Jesus answered, "My teaching is not my own. It comes from him who 
sent me.  

137) John 7:17 - If anyone chooses to do God's will, he will find out whether my teaching 
comes from God or whether I speak on my own. 

138) John 8:34 - Jesus replied, "I tell you the truth, everyone who sins is a slave to sin. 

139) John 10:10 - The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I have come that 
they may have life, and have it to the full.  

140) John 10:11 - "I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the 
sheep.  

141) John 10:14 - "I am the good shepherd; I know my sheep and my sheep know me  

142) John 10:15 - Just as the Father knows me and I know the Father—and I lay down my 
life for the sheep.  

143) John 10:27 - My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.  

144) John 10:28 - I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch 
them out of my hand.  

  



145) John 10:29 - My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can 
snatch them out of my Father's hand.  

146) John 11:25 - Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes 
in me will live, even though he dies;  

147) John 11:40 - Then Jesus said, "Did I not tell you that if you believed, you would see 
the glory of God?"  

148) John 12:8 - You will always have the poor among you, but you will not always have 
me."  

149) John 12:25 - The man who loves his life will lose it, while the man who hates his life 
in this world will keep it for eternal life. 

150) John 12:26 - Whoever serves me must follow me; and where I am, my servant also 
will be. My Father will honor the one who serves me. 

151) John 12:46 - I have come into the world as a light, so that no one who believes in me 
should stay in darkness.  

152) John 13:16 - I tell you the truth, no servant is greater than his master, nor is a 
messenger greater than the one who sent him.  

153) John 13:20 - I tell you the truth, whoever accepts anyone I send accepts me; and 
whoever accepts me accepts the one who sent me."  

154) John 13:34 - “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so 
you must love one another.  

155)  John 13:35 - By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one 
another."  

156) John 14:1 - “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me.  

157) John 14:2 - In my Father's house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told 
you. I am going there to prepare a place for you.  

158) John 14:3 - And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to 
be with me that you also may be where I am.  

159) John 14:6 - Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes 
to the Father except through me.  

160) John 14:12 - I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been 
doing. He will do even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father.   

  



161) John 14:13 - And I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Son may bring 
glory to the Father. 

162) John 14:14 - You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it.  

163) John 14:15 - “If you love me, you will obey what I command.  

164) John 14:20 - On that day you will realize that I am in my Father and you are in me, 
and I am in you.  

165) John 15:1 - "I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener.   

166) John 15:5 - "I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in 
him, he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.  

167) John 15:7 - If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, 
and it will be given you.  

168) John 15:8 - This is to my Father's glory, that you bear much fruit, showing 
yourselves to be my disciples.  

169) John 16:13 - But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. 
He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you 
what is yet to come.  

170) John 16:14 - He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it 
known to you.  

171) John 16:16 - "In a little while you will see me no more, and then after a little while 
you will see me."  

172) John 17:9 - I pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but for those you have 
given  

173) John 17:19 - For them I sanctify myself, that they too may be truly sanctified.  

174) John 20:21 - Again Jesus said, "Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am 
sending you  

175) John 20:23 - If you forgive anyone his sins, they are forgiven; if you do not forgive 
them, they are not forgiven.
